“And I could not be more excited about keeping Sales away from the cello 
section so she doesn’t think she’s the new ACO principal,” says Crabb. 
“Seriously, we have collaborated with Richard Tognetti and the ACO on a 
previous Chat 10 show and we loved the experience so much that we leapt  
at the opportunity to take it further.”  

This isn’t your average classical music concert, as mesmerising performances 
of music spanning from Tchaikovsky’s Andante Cantabile to Piazzolla’s fiery 
Libertango and US singer/songwriter Sufjan Stevens’ infectious Run Rabbit 
Run are interspersed with lively discussion as Sales and Crabb quiz Tognetti 
and his ACO colleagues live onstage with their signature warmth and humour. 
Nothing is off limits as the pair delve into all their burning questions, from what 
it’s like to perform on priceless 300-year-old instruments to uncovering what it 
actually takes to break into the notoriously competitive music industry.

Irreverent, engrossing and above all, fun, experience the ACO as never before 
as the Orchestra are joined by two of Australia’s favourite media personalities 
for an evening like no other.
